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Establishes the University's principles, regulations, and responsibilities for
maintaining academic integrity.

Students and faculty are informed about academic integrity, ethics, plagiarism,
and responsible use of Al.

Examination procedures, proctor responsibilities, and academic conduct
requirements are communicated before assessments.

Examinations are conducted under standardized procedures to ensure fairness,
transparency, and academic integrity.

Potential violations are identified through proctoring, plagiarism detection, Al
misuse checks, and academic review.

Suspected violations are formally documented and submitted for institutional
review.

Each case is reviewed by Academic Affairs in accordance with the University's
Academic Integrity Policy.

Appropriate disciplinary actions are determined based on the severity of the

violation. Depending on the case, the most severe cases are treated by the Penalty

Committee.

All cases, decisions, and supporting evidence are securely documented and
maintained.

Academic integrity practices are regularly reviewed and enhanced to strengthen
institutional quality and compliance.
