
Academic Quality Assurance Model
Inha University in Tashkent — Academic Quality Assurance Process

01 Student Admission
The quality assurance cycle begins with the admission of qualified students

through transparent, merit-based, and criteria-driven admission procedures that

ensure applicants meet the academic requirements of their chosen programmes.

02 Curriculum
Academic programmes are designed and periodically reviewed to ensure alignment

with national higher education requirements, international academic standards,

industry needs, and the strategic objectives of the University.

03 Syllabus
Each course is supported by a comprehensive syllabus that clearly defines course

learning outcomes, content, teaching and learning strategies, assessment methods,

and student workload.

04 Teaching
Teaching is delivered by qualified faculty members using student-centred,

outcome-based instructional approaches that promote active learning, critical

thinking, and professional competence.

05 Assessment

Student achievement is evaluated through fair, transparent, and reliable

assessment methods, including assignments, quizzes, midterm examinations, final

examinations, laboratory work, and projects, all aligned with the intended course

learning outcomes.

Faculty members systematically analyze assessment results to evaluate student

performance, identify the achievement of intended learning outcomes, and determine

areas requiring academic improvement. The findings provide evidence for continuous

enhancement of teaching and learning.

07 Course Evaluation
Students evaluate each course and instructor through structured course evaluation

surveys, providing valuable feedback on teaching quality, course organization,

learning resources, assessment practices, and overall learning experience.

Course Continuous Quality
Improvement (CQI)

Assessment results, student feedback, and student performance analysis are

integrated into the Course CQI Report, which identifies strengths, areas for

improvement, and specific action plans for future course enhancement.

09 Course Portfolio

All course-related evidence — including the syllabus, teaching materials,

assessment instruments, Student Performance Analysis, Course Evaluation results,

and the Course CQI Report — is compiled into a comprehensive Course Portfolio to

support academic quality assurance and future reviews.

10 Internal Monitoring

The University's internal quality assurance processes include systematic reviews

of Course Portfolios, academic documentation, assessment practices, and CQI

implementation to ensure compliance with institutional academic policies and

quality standards.

11 External Monitoring

The Monitoring Delegation from Inha University (Republic of Korea) conducts annual

external academic reviews to ensure academic equivalency and educational quality

at IUT. The delegation evaluates curricula, teaching and assessment practices,

Student Performance Analysis, Course Portfolios, academic governance, and CQI

implementation, while also administering the Educational Equivalency Test for

first-year students.

12 Graduation Verification

Before graduation, each student's academic record, earned credits, and graduation

requirements are thoroughly verified to confirm full compliance with programme

requirements and the academic standards established by Inha University (Republic

of Korea).

13 Awarding of Degree

Degrees are awarded only after all academic and quality assurance requirements

have been successfully completed and verified by Inha University (Republic of

Korea). Graduates receive the same diploma as that awarded by Inha University

(Republic of Korea), reflecting academic equivalency and shared quality standards.
