01 Student Admission
Students are admitted through transparent, merit-based admission procedures in

02 Program Specification
Approved academic programs are developed in accordance with the Regulated

Qualifications Framework (RQF), defining program aims, learning outcomes, credit

structure, and graduate attributes.

03 Module Specification
Each module includes clearly defined learning outcomes, assessment criteria,

teaching strategy, guided learning hours, credits, and learning resources.

04 Teaching & Learning
Teaching is delivered according to approved Scheme of Work using student-centered,

outcome-based teaching methodologies.

05 Assessment
Student achievement is evaluated through Continuous Assessment, Mid-term

Assessment, and Final Assessment aligned with the intended learning outcomes.

10 Internal Monitoring (IQAC)
